Section 2

Competition, Training and Awards

General Policy

The policy of the Alexandra Hills Cricket Club is to provide the opportunity for every player to participate in the game of Cricket in a safe and sportsmanlike environment. Coaches are encouraged to ensure all players receive the same amount of time on the field throughout the season. 

Coaches should actively promote good sportsmanship at all times. Players should be taught that the game is played in good spirit regardless of the outcome. Poor sportsmanship practices such as sledging, misbehaviour, abusive language to players or officials will not be permitted either on or off the field. 

Parents who support their children during the games are also reminded that they should consider themselves as role models for their children.

Age Groups and Teams for Competition

There are eight age groups for competition cricket they are; Under 10, Under 11, Under 12, Under 13,, Under 14, Under 15, Under 16 /17 and Senior

Depending on the number of players registering, it is normal for players in each age group to be separated into two teams. These teams mabe be called 'A' and 'B' or may be called 'Gold' and 'Silver'.

At the discretion of coaches, players may be moved between teams in the same age group at any point of the season.

At the discretion of coaches, players may compete in a higher age group than which they would normally play according to their age, but may not play in a lower age group.

Rules of Play

Redlands Cricket Inc / BEARS committee have developed Rules of Play for each age group covered under the Junior competition. A copy of the relevant rules is issued to each age group coach / manager. Coaches are expected to abide by the Junior rules at all times especially where the well being and safety of our players is concerned. 

Copies of the competition draw are provided at the beginning of the season but may be amended many times throughout the season

Competition Venues

All games within the Zone are played at either council owned grounds or school sports facilities.
